
 
 Laurell K. Hamilton's is a paranormal thriller writer and is a regular on the New York Times Bestseller List 
through titles in her two series Anita Blake: Vampire Hunter and Meredith Gentry: Fairy Princess/Private 
Eye. The Anita Blake: Vampire Hunter series, published by Penguin Group under the Berkley Books 
imprint, spans 17 novels, including Skin Trade, released earlier this year. With over 6 million copies in 
print worldwide and available in over 16 languages, there is no end in sight for Anita, the professional 
necromancer and licensed vampire executioner.
